Child soldier or unrepentant terror-
ist?

In October 2010,
Khadr, the only juvenile ever tried for
war crimes, pleaded guilty to five
war crimes in return for a plea
deal that gave him an eight-year
sentence and chance to complete
his sentence in Canada. He later
recanted his confession. After
spending nearly half his life behind
bars, including a decade at Guan-

tanamo, Khadr is then suddenly released

on bail on May 7™, 2015. Guantanamo’s Child tells the exclusive story of how

Although the band never reached the top of the billboard charts, they managed
to endure by maintaining a rigorous touring schedule for twenty-two years, consistently drawing crowds of outcast kids
who came to see the legendary punk band live.
